Coaches' Corner from Mike
Well we're finally here.  The last training ride of the season.  It has been a distinct pleasure to ride with all of you this season.  And what a great season it has been - Fantastic fundraising, great mission moments, and breathtaking rides.

For this last ride we will meet at the Davidsonville Park and Ride off Rt 50.  We will meet at 7:30 and ride at 8:00.  Who knows, there may even be pie or fries at the beach.  Please try to be prompt as we need to get started and finished so we can get the bikes turned in at the TNT office for shipping after the ride.  Please dress accordingly for the weather as it may be on the cool side when we start.  The current forecast is for sun and near 60.... almost perfect, so cross your fingers that it remains that way.  Do continue to hydrate throughout the week.  Just because it is cooler does not mean you will need less fluids.

Directions:  Take route 50 East from the beltway to Exit 16, route 424/ Davidsonville (approximately 11 miles from the beltway).  At the exit ramp, bear left, then cross 424 to enter the Park & Ride.  No bathrooms at the start, but there are lots of woods. If you need one, there should be bathrooms at the gas stations on 50 at the exit for 301.

Bike Drop-Off
Bike Drop-Off will be after the training ride in Davidsonville this weekend.  When you have finished the ride, you will come to the TNT office in Alexandria to meet me and drop off your bike so it can get on the truck to Tucson!  I will provide directions for everyone at the ride, but our address is 5845 Richmond Hwy, Suite 800, Alexandria, VA 22303.  A few notes about Bike Drop-Off:
    *You need to remove your pedals from your bike (we will have bike wrenches here and in Tucson) and carry the pedals with you to Tucson.
    *CO2 cartridges  are NOT allowed on the truck, so please remove them from your bags before leaving your bike.
    *Everyone must fill out and attach a TNT bike tag to your bike, I will give these to you on Saturday.  It is important that you use the exact bike tag I give you as each chapter is assigned a different color to make sure the bikes get where they need to be!
    *Everyone must fill out the attached (and available at the Team Website) bike waiver form and return it to me.  You can fax, email or mail it to me or bring a copy with you on Saturday. 
     *We will pick up the bikes in Tucson on Thursday, November 19th at 4:30 pm (more details to follow).
    *Our bike pick-up time after Tucson will be Sunday, November 29th at 4:00 pm (more details to follow, but mark your calendars now!)
