Great Fundraising Ideas…


Have a bake sale at work, at a local farmers market or outside a store.

Change your voicemail to: “I cannot take your call right now, because I’m out training and fundraising for my endurance event with TNT. It’s not too late to give me a donation if you haven’t already. Please leave a message!”

Organize an evening or afternoon with a local restaurant to donate a portion of their sales to the Society – Baja Fresh, Silver Diner, Fuddruckers, Cold Stone Creamery (all have participated in the past).
Have a car wash and ask for donations.

Organize an outdoors sports tournament – kickball, bacci ball, dodgeball, softball etc.  Charge entry into the tournament to benefit 
The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society.

Have a garage sale and donate the proceeds to your fundraising minimum.

Send follow-up postcards to those from your letter-writing campaign who have not yet donated.

Send updates to your donors and reminders to donate. You can also track your training progress on your website. 
During the holidays, arrange with a store to set up a 

gift-wrapping table and accept donations.

Sell 4th of July sparklers to your neighbors for $1 each or $10 for a full pack. 

Get permission from your supervisor or human resources director to charge co-workers $5 for the privilege of dressing casual on a specific day. 

Ask your employer if you can offer a day off as a raffle prize.
“Rent” your services; e.g., babysitting, dog walking, cooking. 
Have a tailgating party, wine tasting party or happy hour and ask for donations or charge a cover at the door. 
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
