Planning your TNT Event-

Ten Things to Think About:

1. Deciding on Event

Ideas: Happy hour, house party, cocktail party, breakfast/lunch dinner event, bake                             sale, jewelry sale, garage sale.

2. Choosing your Venue

Ideas: Your house, friend’s house, gym, bar, restaurant, place of employment….

3. Utilizing Contacts

Ideas: Ask friends, family member, co-workers for help in providing venue, raffle items, spreading the word, etc. They are always willing to help.

4. Spreading the Word

Ideas: Include event in your fundraising letter and send open evite/invitation.

5. Getting People to Show Up

Ideas: Send out one final email, promise good time-food and drink, prizes, etc.

6. Raffling

Ideas: Choose items relative to both your venue and guests. Gift certificates from restaurant, music stores, clothing stores, etc. are very popular.

7. Preparing

Ideas: Call everyone involved to make sure they know their role(s) in your event. Make sure you’ve got a fish bowl for cash donations, sign in book for everyone making cash donations, folder for check, tickets for raffle, appropriate signage, stations for displays, posters and pamphlets.

8. Setting Up

Ideas: Secure tables/chairs for displaying TNT paraphernalia, raffle items, sign in books, etc.

9. Taking Advantage of your Surroundings

Ideas: Bar-drink specials, gym-free training session for raffle; restaurant-gift certificate for raffle. If in a public space, encourage others to make donations.
10. Getting the Most Bang for your Buck

Ideas: The more you have to offer, the more people are willing to donate. However, the more you have to offer, the more expensive it becomes for you. Thus, utilizing your contacts in the very beginning is extremely important.
