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Fighting Blood Cancers




Patient Services Costs

· $150 provides 10 patients access to an informational teleconference about their specific blood cancer.

· $300 trains 25 peer volunteers who can provide emotional support to newly diagnosed patients.

· $400 provides 40 teachers with an educational Pediatric Instruction Manual to assist a child with cancer returning to school after treatment.

· $500 provides a patient with leukemia, lymphoma or myeloma with Patient Aid to support their medical treatment and travel to medical appointments for one year.

· $800 provides a monthly Family Support Group Program for one year for ten patients.

· $900 educates a district of 200 school nurses about the needs of children returning to school after cancer treatment.

· $1050 provides materials for 50 hospitals and clinics to participate in Blood Cancer Awareness Month, making updated educational materials readily available to patients.

· $3500 funds a program to educate 70 nurses on emerging treatments for a specific blood cancer.

· $7000 funds a program to educate 200 doctors on emerging treatments for a specific blood cancer.

· $8000 provides a half-day conference with free materials for 100 parents, school nurses, teachers, and guidance counselors to learn practical suggestions on how to educate children with cancer.
